WHAT TO WEAR 

Riding Gear is quite expensive so here are a 
few guidelines on what to wear for your first 
few lessons: 
 
Trousers -something stretchy like tracksuit 
bottoms. No flared bottoms unless tucked in. 
 
Footwear -Boot with low heel and a smooth 
sole. Wellies are ok provided soles are not too 
ridged. Sorry no trainers. “Muckers” may only 
be worn if covered by half chaps.  It is recom-
mended to have riding boots when ready to 
join the class lesson. 
 
Long sleeved top -even when hot: offers  
protection in the event of a fall. Coats and 
jackets need to be fastened. 
 
Long hair needs to be tied up in a low pony tail 
or plait. No hair slides to worn under the hat.
Very long hair either in a bun or hairnet. 
 
Earrings are not to be worn. It is advisable  not 
to wear rings. 
 
Gloves - recommended all year. 
 
Riding Hat—to the current safety standard 
BSEN 1384 or PAS015. These are available 
for hire.
